A dog named Snowy and a 

ginger-haired young reporter 
named Tintin, team together 
for an adventurous time, 
solving mysteries as they go....

Tintin was created in 1929 
by Belgian cartoonist George 
Remi, better known as Herge‘. 
There were 24 series and it 
was one of the most popular 

European comics of the 20th 
century. It was published in 
more than 70 languages, was 
adapted for radio, television, 
theatre and film. The main 
character is Tintin, who is 
well educated, intelligent, 
efficient and responsible. He 
is a skilled driver of almost 
any vehicle, including tanks, 

cars, motorcycles, helicopters 
and speedboats. Through 
his investigative reporting, 
quick-thinking and all around 
good nature, he is always 
able to solve the mystery and 
complete the adventure.

In 2011, the adventure/
animated movie The 
Adventures of Tintin: The 
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The Secret of the Unicorn, 
was made. It was directed by 
Steven Spielberg and actor 
Jamie Bell was the voice 
of Tintin. That was my first 
introduction to Tintin.

In the fall of 2018, I was 
to encounter him again 
while visiting Canada on a 

New England- Canadian 
cruise.

A Tintin Exposition 
was on display at the La 
Pulperie de Chicoutimi 
Regional Museum in 
Saguenay, Quebec, 
Canada. The museum 
opened in 2002 and is 

housed in the old Chicoutimi 
Pulp Mill (Mill 4), dating 
from 1821. Besides the 
mural paintings of Tintin’s 
adventures, covering the 
walls, the museum tells 
the story of the Pulp mill 
industry/company and the 
people of the region. There 
are interactive exhibits, 
activity programs and out 
front, the Saguenay Power, 
locomotive engine #106. 
Within walking distance are 
the ruins of other mills, all 
encompassed in the Pulp 
Mill National Historic Site.

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What’s for dinner? These delicious Cheesy Taco Sticks! You’ll love how easy it is to make 
soft, buttery breadsticks stuffed with taco meat and cheese. Dip them in salsa, sour 
cream, and guacamole for a super yummy dinner, lunch, or anytime you want a snack.

INGREDIENTS:
•	 1 pound lean ground beef
•	 1 packet taco seasoning mix
•	 2 pkg. Crescents rolls
•	 5 colby jack cheese sticks cut in half
•	 1/4 cup butter melted
•	 1 teaspoon garlic powder
•	 1 teaspoon dry parsley

DIRECTIONS:
1.  Preheat oven to 350F. Spray a large baking sheet with non-
stick cooking spray.
2.  Brown the ground beef in a skillet over medium heat, 
stirring often until completely cooked. Drain off the excess 
fat. Add the taco seasoning and stir well. Remove from the 
heat and set aside to cool.
3.  Lay the crescent rolls out flat and then cut in rectangles. 
4.  Spoon the cooled taco meat down the center of each 
rectangle, then top with half of a colby jack cheese stick.
5.  Roll the crescent rolls up over the meat and cheese and 
pinch closed to form a breadstick.
6.  Place the taco sticks on the prepared baking sheet. Combine 
the butter, garlic powder, and dry parsley, then generously 
brush over top of the taco breadsticks.
7.  Bake at 350F for 10-12 minutes, or until golden brown. 
Serve hot.

TIP: for easier clean up, line the baking sheet with parchment 
paper and skip the greasing step.
