Fort Uncompahgre

Our history lesson began as 
we stepped out of our car. Here 
at the fort, we were to learn 
the many aspects of life back in 
the frontier days along the Old 
Spanish Trail.

The entrance to the fort 
is through the Visitor Center, 
bookstore, gift shop and 
information center. From there, 

we strolled down the tree-lined 
path to the fort.

Fort Uncompahgre was 
established as a fur trading post 
in 1828 by Antone Robidoux, 
a trader based out of Mexican 
Santa Fe. It was situated near 
the confluence of the Gunnison 
and Uncompahgre Rivers where 
its location afforded timber 

for construction, firewood and 
pasture for pack animals. It was 
a gathering place for the Ute 
Indians and a near-by ford made 
crossing the river accessible. It 
was built mainly to secure goods 
and livestock, not to be defensive.

Accounts indicate 
approximately 15 individuals 
were employed here and were 
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responsible for limited trapping, 
trading, preparing hides and skins, 
bundling fur packs and general 
maintenance of the fort.

Today, everything at the fort 
is authentic...from the dirt floors, 
the piles of furs and hides to the 
earthen oven used to cook. Fort 
Uncompahgre brings history alive 
with demonstrations and activities 
such as tomahawk throwing, 
hide scraping and starting a fire 
with flint. School tours are very 
popular. Tepees grace the grounds 
and also a native plant garden.

Fort Uncompahgre is located 
at 440 North Palmer St. in Delta, 
Colorado. There is plenty of RV 

parking and the Visitor Center 
also offers 2 nights free camping 
(no facilities) in the lot. Right 
down the road is Confluence 
Park which offers picnicking, a 

bike park, walking trails, fishing, 
a disk golf course and some great 
views.

Exploring the Trail

It was considered the 
longest, crookedest, 
most grueling pack 
mule route in the 
history of America...
the Old Spanish Trail.

The Old Spanish Trail 
traversed New Mexico, 
Colorado, Arizona, Utah, 
Nevada and California. 
It consisted of four 
routes; the North Branch, 
Northern Route, Armijo 
Route and Mojave Road 
with all eventually coming 
together in California.

Approximately 2,700 
miles long, the trail ran 
through high mountains 

and deep canyons. 
Dramatically changing terrain 
and climate posed major 
challenges. Although different 
routes were used from trip 
to trip, depending on the 
weather and water source, 
many caravans lost their way, 
suffered from thirst and were 
even forced to eat some of 
their mules when supplies ran 
out.

It is thought that early 
explorations began in 1598 
by Spanish explorers and 
continued until the mid-
1850s, with the last twenty 
years used extensively by pack 
trains. The trail was important 
because it established a 
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demanding but stable trade route 
with California. Also important 
to making a successful trip 
along the Old Spanish Trail was 
sound animals, good packing 
equipment and a capable crew. 
Packers were always in demand 
and utilized a variety of skills and 
mules had incredible strength 
and endurance.

Beginning in the mid-1840s, 
new routes such as wagon 
roads, carried troops fighting 
in the war, pioneers bound for 
California and miners seeking to 
join the gold rush. By 1869, a rail 
route connected the plains of the 
Midwest and San Francisco Bay. 
Portions of the Old Spanish Trail 
evolved into wagon roads for 
local travelers and thus began 
the end of the days of the cross- 
country mule caravans.

We have explored and walked 
along parts of the Old Spanish 
Trail here in Colorado. We can 
sometimes vision those men and 
mules kicking up a little dust 
cloud, trudging along the trail. 
In 2002, Congress designated 
that dusty trail, The Old Spanish 
National Historic Trail.
